Quintin Brodie Weigle, age 19, a life-long resident of Carneys Point, passed
away suddenly on Sunday, February 26, 2023. Born at Christiana Hospital in
Newark, DE, Quintin was a senior at the Salem County Vo-Tech School where
he was studying automotive technology and played on the varsity basketball
team. He worked at Greenhorn Outdoors in Pennsville. 

 

If you knew Quintin, you knew that the most important things to him were his
friends, family and all things outdoors. Quintin will be remembered as a "fisher
of men" as you could always find him chatting away with someone, a friend or
a stranger, it didn't matter to him, he was the type of person that could talk to
anyone.
