William Goldy (Bill) Hunt, 97, widower of Claire Edith Frank Hunt, formerly of
Elmer, went to be with his Lord on Friday, August 27, 2021 at the United
Methodist Communities in Pitman. 

 

Born in Woodbury, Bill was a son of the late J. Howard and Lavina Goldy
Hunt. He was an active member of Elmer United Methodist Church where he
served as a Trustee, Missions Treasurer, and an original member of “The
Young Adult Fellowship,” Bill was a veteran of the US Army and served in the
European Theater during World War II. He worked on Mr. Heritage’s dairy
farm before the war, and later as an operator for Sacony Vacuum (Mobile Oil
Co.). A graduate of Woodstown High School, Class of 1941, Bill continued to
attend local high school sports events until he was 95 years old. Bill served as
scoutmaster to Boy Scout Troop 13 from 1953-1963. Out of the hundreds of
young men he led in his troop, he guided ten of those to the rank of Eagle
Scout. He volunteered with Meals on Wheels and as a driver for anyone who
needed transportation. Bill played baseball for the Swedesboro league,
basketball for Sacony Vacuum’s “Pegasus” team, and on the US Army softball
team. 

 

Bill is survived by his son Harry William Hunt of Pitman; his daughter Evelyn
Hunt Jenkins of High Point, NC; his granddaughter Camilla Lynn (Joe) White
of Honea Path, SC; and his great-granddaughter Verity Lynn White. 



He was preceded in death by his brother J. Howard Hunt and two sisters,
Evelyn Goldy Trautmann and Dorothy Hunt Kern.
